Bringing Healthcare

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India-Nepal Co-operation in the field of Health

Health is one of the core areas of cooperation between India and Nepal. Beginning with the supply of
medicines and equipment, the cooperation has gone on to build and develop health infrastructure ranging
from major hospitals to numerous health posts in even the farthest corners of the country. Some important

projects in the field of health are given below:

Completed/Ongoing Projects

Construction of the Bir Hospital: Established in 1967, Bir Hospital
is among Nepal's oldest hospital with 458 beds in general services.
In 1984-85, a 5-storeyed OPD complex with the capacity to
accommodate 2500 out-patients and equipped with sophisticated
facilities was constructed under aid from the Government of India
at a total cost of NPR 9.6 crores. A modern Nuclear Imaging
Medicine Centre as well as other equipment for use in the OPD
costing NPR 5.8 crores was also provided by Government of India.
Services of two Indian experts were also provided for a period of
four years for training of medical specialist in Bir Hospital's Nephrology
Department. In 1994-96 GOI deputed two technicians for a period
of two years to assist the locally available staff for setting up an
Equipment Maintenance Centre at the Hospital.

Establishment of 200 bed Emergency and Trauma Centre at Bir
Hospital, Kathmandu: MoU for establishment of an 8 storied, 200
bed Emergency and Trauma Centre was signed between GOl
and GON in July 2003. Cost of the Project is about NPR 49
Crores which includes construction of building along with lab
furniture, medical equipment and Medical Gas Manifold System.
It will be equipped with all the modern medical equipment of
international standards. M/s HSCC (Hospital Services Consultancy
Corporation of India), New Delhi are the consultants for the project.

B. P. Koirala institute of Health Sciences(BPKIHS), Dharan: The
BPKIHS is the largest health infrastructure project of the GOl in
Nepal. The bilateral agreement was signed on March 10, 1994 for
setting up of a 50 seat medical college and a 350 bed hospital.

The total project has cost about NPR 200 Crores. The institute
building was formally handed over to GON in September 1999
and presently faculty support is ongoing. GOI has agreed to provide
a faculty support contribution of NPR 8 Crores to the institute till
July 2011, In 2004-05, BPKIHS unilaterally increased the number of
MBBS seats from 50 to 100 and also converted the hospital into a
700 bed hospital.

Paropkar Maternity and Child Welfare Centre: Since 1959, the
Government of India has been cooperating towards setting up of
various facilities at the hospital which includes several wards,
out-patient department, clinics, laboratories and dispensaries, X-ray
unit and supply of medicines from time to time. In 1991, Government
of India constructed the Resident Doctors' quarters complex and
Research Study Centre at the hospital. In 1999, GOI set up a Neo-
natal Intensive Care Unit and Maternal Intensive Care Unit with the
state-of-the-art equipment, and also sponsored the training of medical
and para-medical staff as part of the same project. GOI has also
gifted a mobile medical clinic-cum-ambulance and a 40 KVA trolley-
mounted diesel generator. Total assistance provided to the hospital
is over NPR 3.2 Crores.

Establishment of 100 bed Nepal Bharat Maitri Bakhtawari Hari
Eye Hospital at Krishnanagar, Kapilvastu: MOU for establishment
of the hospital was signed on April 27, 2007. Cost of project is NPR
40 Crores.The hospital is expected to provide complete eye care
services to the people of all the 78 VDCs of Kapilvastu district and
the people of adjoining districts. The process for the appointment
of a consultant is underway.
